Eligibility Requirements

Applicants must meet all the following :

1. Non—-Japanese, non—permanent resident who will be enrolled in the following years of
the degree program in Saitama University as of April, 2022:
*Undergraduate : 3rd or 4th year
*Master's : 1st or 2nd year
*Doctoral : 2nd or 3rd year
2. Self-financed students with “Student” Visa status
(Other Visa status holders may apply under the circumstance of changing the Visa
Status to “Student” after being accepted by the foundation)
3. Born after April 1, 1977 (age under 45)

The following are ineligible :

Holders of scholarships from any other scholarship program for the duration of the
Rotary Scholarship.

Former recipients of Rotary Yoneyama Scholarship

Doctorate degree—holders (except if the current doctoral program is for a different
research field)

Holders of scholarships from any other scholarship program for the duration of the
Rotary Scholarship.

(Tuition Exemption from the university may not be subject to this limitation.)

Application Period

Eligible applicants may submit the necessary documents to the Office of International

Affairs starting from the time of opening until the following deadline.

Copies of Student ID card (current SU students) and Residence card (both sides)
*Be sure to have your current address stated on your residence card. If your
address is not updated, you must go to the ward office to change the stated address.
Prospective students must submit the acceptance letter from SU. Current SU students
who have not yet taken the entrance exam must declare the date of submission.

Submit the necessary documents to the Office of International Affairs counter.

Please submit only Application Entry Sheet by e—mail.

E-mail must be sent with the title, “Rotary Scholarship Entry Sheet/ applicant’s name”.
Please be sure to indicate your name, student ID number and whether you have submitted
other documents at the counter or not.in the mail.

However, if the form is in Excel file, attach the file as is.

*Student ID and Residence Card may be sent by photo, but must be attached along
with the other documents (do NOT paste the photo directly to the mail).

E-mail must be sent with the title, “Rotary Scholarship Application / applicant’s name”.
Please be sure to indicate your name, student ID number and your current situation
including the date of coming back to Japan in your mail.

(If the applicant is not present at the time of the Foundation interview in January,

he/she may be asked to withdraw from the application)

After returning to Japan, submit the original hard copy to the office.

Applications will be declined if not correctly completed and submitted. If there is

any problem or missing documents in your application, notice mail will be sent and

the application will be considered as incomplete. All missing documents and / or

revised documents must be resubmitted by the application deadline. If you fail to submit

any of the required documents by the deadline, the application will NOT be accepted.

Please remember that your documents may be incomplete. We strongly suggest

you not to wait until the last minute to submit your application documents.

When the application is accepted, a confirmation mail will be sent to you.

*Contact the Office if you do not receive any confirmation mail within 3 business days.
Please note that the office will be closed from August 13 to August 19 for summer.
