(OASIS). How have you been spending your days recently? Some of you are
worrying about COVID-19 pandemic that is heavily affecting your academic and
student lives. 1In this issue, I will tell you about the special stipend of 100,000yen
that is going to be offered by the national government of Japan.
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As long as you officially reside Japan, registered at your local ward/city office as of
April 27, you are qualified to receive this stipend. The remaining period of your
eligibility does not matter.
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For those of you who are not be able to return
to Japan, according to the information
provided by BBF4$1f, nothing specific has
been announced yet; however, it is believed
that you will also be qualified to apply for the
stipend because on-line application system will be available by each local
government. However, ‘"MY NUMBER CARD’ is necessary for this on-line application.
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Not so many international students are thought to carry the card.
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According to Ministry of Public Management, Home Affairs, Posts and
Telecommunications, so-called ‘Somu-sho’, a three-month grace period will be set
for a postal application, after the starting date of application acceptance. For those
of you who are officially registered residents, but still back home, where ‘denial of
landing’ is in effect, you may be able to apply for the stipend by the deadline after
returning. Therefore, be aware of Japanese immigration news.
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
