mEligibility:

(1) People who have the energy and enjoy being with young teenagers at the junior high school
level.

(2) Must be proficient in English (regardless of nationality).

(3) Should be enrolled in a university or a technical school in Japan by the time you apply for the
program. (Exchange students and those who have done EC in Nasu or ESC in Nasu program
before are accepted.)

(4) Must pass an interview with the EC staff.

(5) Those who are currently working as an ALT are also eligible to apply.

The organizer, Kita Ward Board of Education, will pay all expenses for accommodation, food,
insurance and round-trip transportation from the pre-meeting location to Nasu.

mRemuneration:

20,000 yen per round

*Please note that each round participated in requires the student participant to attend a
mandatory meeting the night before the program begins, and all camp duties must be
performed.
