Overview of the Intensive Japanese Language Course

The Japanese Language Education Center at Saitama University offers an Intensive Japanese Language

Course for international students who wish to study the Japanese language.

Only students who are able to do a Course Registration at their respective faculties are eligible to take this

course. Attending course without registration is not permitted.

In order to ensure the effectiveness of education and smooth progress, there is a maximum number of

students for all classes. If the number of applicants exceeds 20, participants may be selected through a

screening process.

This course is for students who want to study Japanese thoroughly and continuously. There are six classes

ranging from beginner to advanced levels, from Japanese A to Japanese S.

+ Classes are determined by a placement test. Students can freely choose course subjects from their class
and one class above or below. However, students can take subjects from two classes, but not from three

classes.

- At the beginning of the 3rd term, students register for courses for both the 3rd and 4th terms. Students

cannot change courses or register for new courses between the 34 and 4th terms.

Rikai : Course for language competences, aimed at improving ability language knowledge
Katsudo : Course for communicative language activities, aimed at improving ability language performance

Kanji : Course for comprehension of sentence patterns, and learn the meaning and usage of vocabulary

- Rikai, offered in Japanese A and B, is a subject that has four periods per week and is worth two credits
per term. Partial participation is not permitted and students must attend all courses. Also, if you wish
to take the Katsudo, you must also take the Rikai (you cannot take only the Katsudo without taking the
Rikai).
