Extension of Study Period for STEPS Students

Those who wish to extend their study period should follow the procedures below. (The extension is valid through the 4th

term of academic year 2026; no further extensions will be granted.)

[1] Extension conditions
The applicants must:
(1) Obtain consent from their home university.
(2) Ensure they do not exceed the agreed slots as specified in the MOU.
(3) Not graduate from their home university while enrolled at Saitama University.

(4) Have an academic reason for extending the period of study.

* The program’s end date, following the extension, will be February 1, 2027. Students who cannot remain in Japan until
the program’s end date are ineligible to apply.

(5) Have sufficient funds (500,000 yen or more) to stay in Japan.

(6) Have a GPA of 3.2 or higher for courses taken in the 1%t term.

(7) If the GPA has not been calculated at the time of the 1st term grades being disclosed, obtain evaluations
equivalent to (6 ) from all instructors in charge of the classes you have taken.

(8) must find off-campus housing themselves If the application is approved (The move-out deadline for students who

have been granted an extension is August 31, 2026; no further extensions will be granted.) Since exchange students

with short stays in Japan often find it difficult to secure rental contracts for private apartments, consider extending your
study period after thoroughly confirming the costs and necessary procedures for moving into other housing, while also
considering moving into a shared house away from the university campus.
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(9) must not have violated any rules regarding student life at SU or residency in the I-house.

(2) A letter from the applicant’s home university to SU requesting an extension of the study period

(3) Bank balance certificate

(4) Statement of reasons for extension (No more than two A4 pages)
Describe the following structure. Extensions will not be granted unless a clear plan or reason is provided.
a) Initial study plan  b) What you learned in your classes at SU
c) Academic reason for requesting an extension of the study period
d) Study plan after extending the exchange program
e) Your experiences with international collaborative learning in classes, events, and club activities, etc. at SU,
and the role you played in them

(4)By July 17 (tentative) — Notification of results to the applicant
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<Important Notes>
Please carefully review the following information before considering an extension of your study period.

* If you wish to extend your study period, you must complete both (1) Preliminary Survey and (2) An Extension Application.
Applications submitted after the deadline for either (1) or (2) will not be accepted under any circumstances.

Additionally, if submitted documents are incomplete, resubmission will not be permitted, and your application may be
denied.

* The decision to grant or deny an extension will be made based on a comprehensive evaluation of the application content,
academic performance, and other factors. There is a significant possibility that your application will be denied, and specific
reasons for the decision will not be disclosed.

* Notification of the extension decision is scheduled for late July, shortly before the end of the first-semester program. You

are solely responsible for making any changes to your return flight and arranging new housing, and you must bear all

associated costs.
If the extension is not approved, I-house residents must vacate the premises by July 31 (or August 5; if moving out in August,
rent for the first half of August will be charged) and return to their home country promptly.

* From August 8 to August 18, 2026, the university will be closed for summer vacation; therefore, the Office of International

Affairs and OASIS(Office of Advising Services for International Students) will not be able to respond to any inquiries or
consultations during this period.

* For JASSO scholarship recipients, the university will submit a request for continued funding to JASSO only if there are
remaining funds in the allocated amount. (Note that even if a request is submitted, JASSO may not approve continued

funding.)
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
